Helping your Child to Achieve 
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The National Curriculum provides levels (numbers) and sub levels (letters) of attainment which have statements attached listing the things that a child should be able to do at a particular age.  The table below shows the age related expectations for the year groups when formal external assessment takes place (SATs).  In between these year groups children are expected to make between one and two sub levels per year.

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All children, however, are expected to make at least two levels progress from their results in Y2 to their results in Y6, e.g. a child attaining level 2b in Y2 is expected to attain at least level 4b in Y6.
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As a school we are working hard to make sure all children attain at the best level possible in each year.  We are sharing targets and expectations with children so that they know what they are aiming for.  We are now also sharing these with you as parents because you have a major influence on the attitude to learning that your child has and you can provide support at home to help your child to learn as well as he/she possibly can.  Attendance too is important and this is where you, as parents, have the main influence.

Understanding Your Child’s Targets





Attached to these notes you will find a sheet detailing the targets for attainment set for your child for this year.  These notes are to help you to make sense of these targets and to enable you to help your child in achieving them.








For some children the expectation is for them to attain a higher level or in some cases a lower level.  This is based on knowledge of the child, any special needs or other circumstances which may affect progress.  





For some children accelerated progress is aimed for either because their recent performance suggests they can achieve a higher level than indicated by their Y2 level or because they have not made as much progress as expected over a year or more.  





For these children extra strategies may be used at certain times in the year or they may form part of a target group within the class.

supporting (not doing!) homework, reading and other activities suggested by your child’s teacher


discussing with your child his/her targets and progress towards achievement of them


finding out what the National Curriculum levels mean in each subject and then helping your child achieve those objectives.
