Dyslexia Friendly Tips

Helping the dyslexic individual at home

Spelling
The number of words we use regularly is really very small.  These are the ones to concentrate on.  Games to play to help with the acquisition of spelling include:

I Spy – guess the word from the initial letter

Scrabble – can be tricky so add an extra rule such as “only 4 letter words to be used”.

Pairs – print out pairs of words.  These are shuffled up and spread upside down.  Take turns to turn them over to find the pairs.  The winner is the one with the most pairs.

Word hunts (wordsearch) – can be found in books of wordsearches.
