Home to School Transport – Entitlement on Income Assessed Grounds

Pupils of secondary school age, Years 7 to 11, from low income families have an additional entitlement to free home to school transport if they fulfil the following criteria:

· They are attending one of their three nearest secondary schools, where they live between 2 and 6 miles from the school or

· They are attending the nearest secondary school of their religion or denomination, preferred on the grounds of the parent’s religion or philosophical belief, where they live more than 2 and less than 15 miles from the school and

· They are from a low income group, which is defined as those who are registered and entitled to free school meals, or those families in receipt of the maximum level of working tax credit. 

Those assessed as entitled will receive free transport until the end of the academic year and there will be an annual reassessment each summer term.  It is important to note that those no longer entitled will have their free transport withdrawn from the start of the next academic year.

Parents need to apply using application form B, which is available from the website – www.staffordshire.gov.uk/schooltransport then click on the “Transport Policy” link.  Alternatively you can phone the Admissions and Transport Service for an application from on 01785 278593.
