Dyslexia Friendly Tips
Personal Strategies
· Have a lesson and homework timetable visible at home and check it each night with your child
· Establish routines with your child, which includes meals breaks, homework periods, story time etc.  This helps the child remember to do things by association of ideas

· Help your child learn time management by prioritising what needs to be done urgently and what can be planned to be done later

· Help your child learn how to pack his school bag and help you prepare his packed lunch etc.  One way of learning to take everything you need with you is to leave things or a note in your shoe!

· Keep a stock of pencils, pens etc in case their own get left behind or forgotten

· Buy envelope files and clear plastic wallets and encourage your child to organise their work so that they don’t have to rely on their working memory to re-find things as they are learning to be well organised
