Why are some people dyslexic?

Current thinking indicates that there are differences within the brain of a dyslexic and that these are genetically based so dyslexia may be hereditary.

Brain scans have shown that the brains of dyslexic individuals are different in the way signals pass between different parts of the brain.  A non-dyslexic brain is larger on the left than on the right.  A dyslexic brain is more symmetrical (both sides are the same size).

Most theories have concentrated on the problems that these differences cause rather than the positive aspects.  A good way to think of it is that dyslexics are just different, they process things slightly differently and we need to respond to that difference.
