Dyslexia Friendly Tips
Sleep and Learning

A recent American study reports on the impact of sleep deprivation on children.  It emphasises the need for parents “to maintain consistent emphasis on the importance of sleep and not back out from reinforcing bedtimes”.  Results of the study indicate lack of sleep can affect learning, recall, creativity, attention and academic performance.  The report concludes that getting pupils to bed on time is as important as getting them to school on time.
