Dyslexia Friendly Tips
Being Organised

Telling a dyslexic child to tidy up, or generally be more tidy, is normally not a very successful ploy – they simply can’t do it.  It’s not laziness – they just need help.  This strategy involves breaking down the concept of being organised into small manageable concepts.  Discuss how things should look when tidy.  How should they be arranged?  Where should they go?  Do it with them, not for them.  Have regular checks.  Don’t allow things to get in a terrible mess.
